For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners 
against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. ------- 1st Corinthians 7:35; And this I speak for your own profit; not that I may 
cast a snare upon you, but for that which is comely, and that ye may attend upon the Lord without distraction. ------- Psalm 88:15; I am af-
flicted and ready to die from my youth up: while I suffer thy terrors I am distracted. 

Numbers 21:8-9; And the LORD said unto Moses, Make thee a fiery serpent, and set it upon a pole: and it shall come to pass, that every one 
that is bitten, when he looketh upon it, shall live. And Moses made a serpent of brass, and put it upon a pole, and it came to pass, that if a 
serpent had bitten any man, when he beheld the serpent of brass, he lived. ------- John 3:14-15; And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the 
wilderness, even so must the Son of man be lifted up: That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

Acts 6:2-4; Then the twelve called the multitude of the disciples unto them, and said, It is not reason that we should leave the word of God, and serve 
tables. Wherefore, brethren, look ye out among you seven men of honest report, full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom, whom we may appoint over this 
business. But we will give ourselves continually to prayer, and to the ministry of the word. ------- Scroll 269, "The prince of darkness will use electron-
ics, computers and new inventions of science ( cell phones) to control (and distract) the minds of the people until the final deceiver arrives on the 
scene."
