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John 4:10,21,22-24 and 26; Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me fo drink; thou wouldest
have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water. Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain,
nor yet at Jerusalem, worshiﬁ the Father. Ye warship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. But the hour cometh, and now is,
when the true worshippers shall warship the Father in'spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him

must worship hitm in spirit and in truth. Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.
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John 9:1, 2,3, 11,17, 35-37; And as Jesus gassed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth. And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this
| man, or his parents, that he was born blind? Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest
in him. He answered and said, A man that is called Jesus made clay, and anointed mine eyes, and said unto me, Go to the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I went
and washed, and T received sight. They say unfo the blind man again, What sayest thou of him, that he hath opened thine eyes? He said, He is a prophet. Jesus &
| heard that they had cast him out; and when he had found him, he said unto him, Dost thou believe on the Seon of God? He answered and said, Who is he, Lord,
| that I might believe on him? And Jesus said unto him, Thou hast both seen him, and it is he that talketh with thee.
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Acts 9: 3-5, 15-16; And as he journeyed, he came near Damascus: and suddenly there shined round about him a light from heaven: And he fell to the earth, and heard a |-
voice saying unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? And he said, Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said, T am Jesus whom thou persecutest: it is hard for thee
to kick against the pricks. But the Lord said unto him, Go thy way: for he is a chosen vessel unto me, to bear my name before the Gentiles, and kings, and the children of |
Israel: For I will shew him how great things he must suffer for my name's sake, ------- Matt, 11:27; All things are delivered unto me of my Father: and no man knoweth the
Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him, ------- Scroll #60 paragraph 7, "Behold these be
